There has been an extreme downturn in economic activity as a result of this
global crisis (v') which had an even more severe impact on youth employment
possibilities;(v') however, this situation has created an opportunity for many
young people to become entrepreneurs/to come up with innovative
entrepreneurial ideas(v’) which eventually has become long-term/sustainable
employment options for many of them. (v)

The economic restrictions that the global pandemic brought about has caused a
massive decline in work-based learning opportunities (v') which has amplified
the difficulties that young jobseekers already experienced prior to the pandemic;
(v)) however, many virtual platforms have since been created (v) affording
people alternative access to different learning opportunities. (v)

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e An even greater percentage of young people now have to compete for one job
(v) which has mainly advantaged the best skilled young workers;(v') thus
forcing others to identify/acknowledge their shortcomings, (v') resulting in
opportunities for them to gain new skills to survive in the current job-hunting

e Many people lost their jobs/had to take a cut in salary/had a disruption in their
careers(v') which means that they now have to compete with a new cohort

e There has been a shift in job skills demands, (v') forcing many workers to
rapidly adapt and learn new technological skills; (v) resulting in a higher
demand for technical courses/online crash courses in technology (v') so that
people could meet the demands of remote working at a national/international
level. (V')

e Many companies had to change their business strategies in order to survive in
this recession period (v') to stay relevant in this sudden changing business
environment;(v’) resulting in them having to come up with innovative ways to
market their business (v') thereby creating new job opportunities for others. (v')

e Face to face recruitment processes could no longer be done because of
international lockdown regulations (v') which caused serious delays in people
being appointed to available positions; (v) in turn, companies had to adapt to
online recruitment processes/virtual platforms (v) which has become an
easier/faster way to connect with candidates/retrieve any necessary
documentation/information from candidates. (v)

e Most companies had to work from home (v') so that they could still deliver
services/keep their clientele/make business; (v') however, working from home
has caused some workers to feel isolated (v') as they no longer have colleagues
around them to depend on for assistance. (v)

e Many companies have retrenched workers (v') since they realized that the
company could do without people in certain positions; (v') whereas other
companies have used this situation as an opportunity to monitor/evaluate the
work of employees more closely (v) thereby holding more people accountable
for their productivity/deliverables. (V')

¢ Many people, especially those who were mainly office based, had to adapt to
working from home (v') forcing them to learn new ways of working and
managing their household responsibilities at the same time (v') (any one of the
following)...

The poorer communities are once again left behind in the constantly changing
technological developments (v) since these communities may not be provided
with the advanced technological infrastructure that they may need (v') in order to
also have unlimited access to modern information and communication
technology (v') and as a result, this may hamper the socio-economic

People living in deep rural/remote areas may not be able to apply for jobs that
are advertised on various digital networks/platforms (v') since they may not have
the necessary means/devices to access information provided via these

¢ Not having free access to information limits the possibility of breaking the cycle
of poverty (v) since knowledge is power (v') and limiting information may
